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Turn Your PC into a 3-D Game Machine

3-D has been around for almost as long as photography.  The general public‘s first major 
exposure to 3-D was the 1952 motion picture Bwana Devil.  It wasn‘t the first 3-D movie, but it was 
the first to be shot in color and receive wide exposure.  The film didn‘t win any awards, but the 
novelty of 3-D was a hit with big screen fans.  People became enamored with the illusion of depth for 
several years, but the thrill eventually faded, and 3-D was essentially gone from movies by 1960. 

3-D was by no means dead; it bounced around development labs for years until it was combined 
with wide screen technology and ultimately merged with the incredible IMAX experience.  You‘re not 
going to get IMAX on your PC, but you can get a solid 3-D effect in most of your games with a little 
effort and small expense.  It might be fun too. 

Several weeks ago I received an interesting email from Roy R. who is well aware of my fondness 
toward high end games.  He told me about a web site that claimed to turn a PC into a platform that 
could display most games in 3-D even if they were designed for 2-D. 

Since the process appeared both relatively uncomplicated and inexpensive, the only thing to do 
was to see if it really worked.  The first thing was to go on Amazon and eBay and search for a pair of 
two color 3-D glasses.  They can be red/blue or yellow/blue.  You could probably make a pair 
yourself with colored cellophane.  A few minutes of searching came up with an acceptable pair of 
glasses for $2.00.  For that amount of money I almost didn‘t care if they worked or not.  Whatever 
the outcome, it certainly beat spending $200 for a 3-D hardware accelerator, that much or more for a 
3-D monitor, and up to $200 for a pair of 3-D shutter glasses. 

The next step is to go to http://iz3d.com.  From there, download the free driver for their unique 3-
D monitor.  Here‘s how it‘s done. 
1. From the iz3d.com home page, click the Get Software page. 
2. From the dropdown menu, select Anaglyph. 
3. When the download screen appears, select the Current version Download button. 
4. After the software has been downloaded to your system, choose RUN to install the program. 
5. Follow the instructions on the dialog boxes or simply select the defaults. 
6. On the setup dialog box be sure to check the Run Control Center box.  Accept whatever 

defaults the process offers, and then click Finish. 
7. The Direct X dialog box will appear.  In the Output section select Anaglyph (free) and the option 

matching the 3-D glasses you have.  Click Apply. 
8. Examine the selections under Direct X in the left side of the dialog box. 
9. If you know what you‘re doing, change whatever is appropriate, otherwise close down the dialog 

box by clicking on the red X in the top right corner. 
 

Install the driver on your machine. 
1. Close any open applications or browser sessions. 
2. Go to your Downloads folder and look for a file named iZ3DDriverSetup.1.12(4016).EXE.  If the 

numbers at the end of the file name are different, don‘t worry about it.  All it means is that the 
driver has been updated since I wrote this. 

3. Double click on the file name to begin the installation process. 
4. You may get a Security Warning dialog box stating that the publisher could not be verified.  Click 

the Run button. 
5. The Account Control dialog box may also make an appearance.  Give permission to continue. 
6. You will get several more dialog boxes.  Accept the defaults to continue.

7. On the Select Destination Location dialog box either accept the default location for the 
installation files or choose another location.  Click Next. 

8. On the Select Components dialog box, choose Full Installation from the drop down menu. 
9. Click Next on the Select Start Menu dialog box. 
10. Click Install on the Ready to Install dialog box. 
11. Accept the defaults on any dialog boxes that may appear. 
12. Click Finish when the installation is complete.  See illustration above. 
13.  On the DirectX dialog box select the Anaglyph (free) and Red/Cyan or Yellow/Blue depending 

on what kind of 3-D glasses you have. 
14.  Click Apply. 
15. Close out the dialog box by clicking on the red X in the upper right corner of the dialog box. 

Load any of your DirectX games and you will see a menu that will walk you through the steps to 
initialize the 3-D settings of the game.  You may have to shift the focus by holding down the Shift key 
and pressing the + or – key on the numeric keypad.  There are directions in the menu that refer to 
the ―Num‖ key.  This is not the Num Lock key, but a reference that the instruction refers to the 
numeric keypad. 

The process worked with Mass Effect and Mass Effect 2, Call of Duty, Left for Dead, and World 
of Warcraft, an online game.  I couldn‘t get it to work with Fallout New Vegas, so there‘s no 
guarantee it will work with all of your games, but for $2 it‘s certainly worth a try. 

3-D technology has changed and improved considerably over the years, but one thing remains 
constant.  3-D glasses still make you look like a dork. Back to Page 1  

Unlock CleanMgr’s Power 
"Cleanmgr" is a disk-cleanup manager included in all Windows from Win98 onward. It doesn‘t 
do a lot in Win98, but has gained power in succeeding releases. In Win2K and XP, it‘s actually 
a decent little tool that has the potential to clean quite a bit from your system, and can even 
automatically compress little used files to make them occupy less disk space. Oddly, simply 
running Cleanmgr does NOT normally give you access to its full power: Instead, you need to 
modify it a bit. Click on Start, Run (or the search field in Win 7) then type cleanmgr /sageset:99 
in the Run box, and hit Enter. The Disk Cleanup Tool will run in a special mode that offers you 
an expanded selection of cleanup choices. Most importantly, it will remember whatever choices 
you make now, and re-use those same choices when you use a matching "sagerun" command 
later on. For now, step through all the choices that the Disk Cleanup Tool offered you, and 
make whatever choices you wish. Note that some of the offered items may have additional 
options or advanced settings that become visible when you click or check the item. For 
maximum cleaning select everything. But you can select any, all, or none of the offered 
choices: It‘s up to you.

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HDTV Resolutions 720p and 1080p Explained

If you go into the store to purchase a new television these resolutions will be prominently displayed. 
However they might not be as important as you think. 

This is especially true if you are moving into the world of HDTV for the first time. Compared to an old 
standard TV, just about any HDTV will look spectacular, no matter what the resolution. Many experts in the 
field will tell you that they consider things like contrast ratio, color saturation, and color accuracy to be more 
important than resolution. 

That said, when you choose an HDTV, the resolution will be the first thing you see when you start 
shopping. The resolution is the number of pixels on the screen. All other things being equal, more pixels will 
produce a better, sharper image. A 720p television has 1280 horizontal pixels and 720 vertical pixels. A 
1080p television has the same number of horizontal pixels (1280) but has 1080 vertical pixels, essentially 
giving you more detail in the picture. The "p" stands for progressive scanning which is superior to another 
scanning technique called interlaced scanning, which is represented by an "I". You don't have to worry about 
the ‗I" or the "p" because most televisions sold in the US today use progressive scanning. 

1080p is the best resolution available today and you will pay a premium to get it. Having a 1080p TV, 
however, is only good if you have 1080p content to show on the TV. Unfortunately, currently there are no over
-the-air television broadcasts in the United States that are transmitted in 1080p. Although television stations 
and cable and satellite providers have the ability to transmit in that resolution, few are willing to take that step 
because 1080p transmissions take up a lot of bandwidth. At this time there are only a few satellite provider 
that utilize the 1080p format and these are strictly limited to their pay-per-view movies. 

So most people will find that the only way to enjoy the full details of a 1080p television is to purchase a 
Blu-ray DVD player. Blu-ray disks are formatted in the full 1080p resolution and will show off the full potential 
of a 1080p TV. 

Whether you purchase a 720p or 1080p television, standard-definition content won't necessarily look any 
better. Although ,depending on the television, the signal may be upconverted to make it look better. In some 
geographic areas, you can get hi-def signals over the air. You can also get hi-def stations through cable and 
satellite providers. 

If you don't want to purchase a Blu-ray player, you can still use your old DVD player and your old movies 
will look better than ever.  Standard DVDs, which are 480p in resolution, will be upconverted by a HDTV and 
will look noticeably better on a HDTV, whether it is 720p or 1080p. 

One other thing needs to be taken into consideration when talking about resolutions. In order to see the 
extra detail that a 1080p TV provides, the screen size must be quite large. That is why HTDVs are generally 
quite a bit larger than the old standard definition televisions. Also, you need to sit close enough to the TV for 
your eyes to actually be able to see the extra details. 

This is where it gets a little confusing. Basically, unless you have a very short distance between you and 
the TV, you will need a larger screen with 1080p than with 720p. That's one reason why most televisions in 
smaller screen sizes will be 720p rather than 1080p. Even with 1080p Blu-ray disks, the 1080p quality only 
begins to become noticeably better as the screen size increases. 

You can see from these details that although 1080p is the premium resolution, 720p TVs are a lower-cost 
option, and may be perfectly fine depending on your needs. 

Besides the options like plasma, LCD, LED, 720p and 1080p, there are plenty of other specifications that 
you can look at when purchasing an HDTV. Higher end televisions will also have things like better contrast 
ratios, extra HDMI ports for attaching additional equipment, and Internet connectivity. Higher ends LCD and 
LED TVs will also have higher refresh rates and better backlighting. 

If you want the best hardware, look at the 3-D TVs. You may not want 3-D in a television. If you are like 
me, you may not even like it, but 3-D TVs have higher hardware requirements and will, in effect, be the best 
televisions, even without the 3-D. 

Not everyone will want or need the best or costliest HDTV. Fortunately there are sizes and models 

available to suit the needs of almost everyone. Back to Page 1 

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Word 2010 Paste Features

Those of you who have taken any of my Word classes or workshops know, I think, the Paste 
Special feature is one of Word‘s most important tools. We all cut, copy and paste text, images, 
graphics and other items all of the time. When working within a single document that is not a 
problem but when working with documents having different formatting or, worse yet, web pages it is 
not as easy. So it is important to consider how the pasted items to be represented. For text this is 
more obvious as you usually want text pasted into a document to conform to the format of that 
document. With graphics, especially from the web, it can also be a concern. So I have always 
advocated using the Paste Special command. 

Word 2010 has added new features to the Paste command to make it easier to use Paste and 
Paste Special. 

In Word 2007 a Paste button was included in the Ribbon but now in Word 2010 the Paste button 
in the Clipboard group provides a better preview of what happens with the paste options. 

Once a selection has been copied to paste into a document on the Home tab click the down 
arrow under the Paste button to open the drop down menu. There are three options: 
 Keep Source Formatting pastes the text with the formatting from the 

source text has the same fonts and attributes that were copied. If images 
are included they are inserted with the same vertical and horizontal 
spacing. 

 Merge Formatting the pastes the selection with the formatting used in the 
destination Word 2010 document. 

 Keep Text Only pastes only the selected text as plain text. This means 
any images, hyperlinks and text formatting are lost. Only plain text will be 
pasted so headings, for example, will lose their size and bolding. 
What is really great is the live preview. When you mouse over the icon in 

the Paste Options drop down a preview of the pasted selection is shown in 
the document. Click on the icon to select the paste option for inserting the 
selection. Moving the mouse away and moving back into the document closes the drop down and 
nothing is pasted. 

Another new feature is that Set Default Paste is included in the Paste 
Options. I personally have not felt the need to change the default paste settings 
but it is available through Word options. To make changes click Set Default 
Paste in the Word Options Advanced features look at the Cut, Copy and Paste 
section. This allows you to change the default paste option depending on where 
you are pasting from. It also has controls for pasting lists and images. 

If like me you like to cut, copy and paste by right clicking you can still access 
the new features. After making a selection right clicking on it opens a new drop 
down menu. You still have the expected copy and cut options but also have the 
new paste options. 

The new icon based Paste tool with live preview makes cutting, copying and 
pasting much easier for those of us that do a lot of moving text and graphics 
between documents and even applications. Back to Page 1 

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LPS - Free Utility from the Defense Department to Secure Your PC 
by Ira Wilsker, iwilsker (at) sbcglobal.net 

WEBSITES:

I have written a lot of columns about computer security, and the threats that many of us face 
when using our computers. While we may be subject to a variety of threats at home or in our offices, 
including hackers, crackers, viruses, worms, Trojans, and other varieties of malware, the threat 
landscape can substantially increase when using a public WiFi or other network, or even allowing 
someone else to use our computers. With the U.S. Military using thousands of computers, and the 
potential security risks that could occur if the content on these computers was compromised, the 
ATPSI (Anti Tamper Software Protection Initiative) Technology Office at Wright Patterson Air Force 
Base, has developed and publicly released a free utility that can be used to safely allow a computer 
to connect to the internet or other network, including a VPN (Virtual Private Network), but also make 
it virtually impossible for hackers and malware to access anything on the computer's hard drive 
when this utility is used. 

This product, which is explicitly licensed for free public use, is ―Lightweight Portable Security 
(LPS)".What this product does is create a bootable CD or USB flash drive that contains a form of the 
Linux operating system that will run on almost any Intel based computer, including almost all PC's 
(even if they have AMD chipsets), and many Mac's. LPS does not install anything on the computer, 
and does not require administrative privileges. Once the computer is booted with the LPS system, 
the internet can be accessed normally, but the hard drive is inaccessible, making it impossible to 
read any data from the hard drive, and impossible for any type of malware to infect the hard drive. 
According to the ATPSI, LPS-Public is a safer, general-purpose solution for using web-based 
applications." 

The basic LPS software, which is frequently updated, can be downloaded directly from the 
ATSPI as an ISO file which can be burned directly to a blank CD or installed on a bootable USB 
flash drive; it is also available as a compressed ZIP file, which can be uncompressed and then 
installed. The basic ISO file (uncompressed) is a large 137mb file. For those who may desire some 
additional functionality, a 317mb deluxe version (also free), contains a fully functional version of 
OpenOffice (a powerful free competitor to Microsoft Office which can read and write Microsoft Office 
and other file formats), and Acrobat Reader to read PDF files. If downloaded to a Windows 7 
computer, it is extremely easy to create the bootable CD; insert a blank CD into the drive, and then 
simply right click on the downloaded ISO file (either the basic or deluxe version), and select "Burn". 
Windows 7 will then create the bootable CD. If using an older Windows computer there are many 
ISO burning utilities available, many of which are free, including UltraISO, ISO Maker, K3b, 
CDBurnerXP, Easy CD Creator, ImgBurn, CDBurn, Nero Burning ROM, Roxio Creator, and others. 
Any of the major free software download websites will have a selection of free ISO burners. Note 
that burning and ISO file to a CD is not the same thing as burning other files to a CD, and the ISO

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option must be selected in order for the bootable CD to be properly created For those who may need 
precise, detailed instructions on creating an LPS CD, instructions are available online (as a PDF file) 
at  http://spi.dod.mil/docs/lps_quick_start.pdf. 

In order to create a bootable USB flash drive, first create the CD as instructed above, but then do 
not boot from the CD. Insert an empty USB flash drive into the computer (if you use a used flash 
drive, all data may be lost if it is reformatted), and then using Windows Explorer (or other file 
manager), open the CD, and locate the directory "InstallToUSB". Run the file "USBInstall.bat", and 
then follow the on-screen instructions to install LPS on the flash drive. If a computer supports 
booting from a flash drive, this USB drive can now be used to boot LPS (detailed instructions online 
at http://spi.dod.mil/liposeUSB.htm). 

Once the PC or MAC is booted from the LPS CD or flash drive, the web can be accessed as 
normal using the built in and fully functional Firefox browser. This is especially useful if the user is 
accessing the internet via a public access wireless network, such as those at coffee shops, airports, 
hotels, restaurants, or elsewhere; it is locations such as these that are a hacker's paradise since it is 
easy to penetrate the open access networks and then break into a connected computer. Since the 
computer's hard drive is not mounted by LPS (making it effectively non-functional), it is virtually 
impossible for malware from any source to burrow its way into the computer's hard drive and 
contaminate or otherwise compromise the computer. Since the hard drive is inaccessible, any files 
that the user may want to intentionally save must be saved to another USB flash drive (not the one 
used to boot the computer into LPS), or other data storage device. If the deluxe version of LPS is 
installed, the OpenOffice can be used to create or read word processing files (docs), spreadsheets, 
presentations (including PowerPoint), and other office documents, while the Acrobat Reader can 
display PDF files. One tip - since the hard drive is effectively isolated and inaccessible when LPS is 
loaded, it may be better to save any created files or documents to a free online cloud storage service 
such as Google Docs or Microsoft's SkyDrive service. 

I have heard of numerous cases where a users' children, grandchildren, neighbors, friends, and 
others have accessed the users' computers, and proceeded to load them with unwanted software, 
viruses, spyware, and other forms of malware. If instead of allowing others to boot the computer 
normally, the users were to boot the computer into LPS, nothing could be written to the hard drive, 
thus sparing the computers from the evils and threats that others could wreak on the computers. 

Once the LPS CD or flash drive is removed, and the computer rebooted, it will boot normally as it 
did before, as if LPS had never been used. There is even a "Start" button on the LPS menu that will 
exit LPS and boot the computer normally. Since LPS leaves nothing on the hard drive, there is 
nothing that it can do to influence or otherwise hamper subsequent normal use of the computer. 

For those who may use computers in high risk environments, or who may have less than 
responsible users (children and grandchildren) use the computer, the free Lightweight Portable 
Security (LPS) may be a good alternative to a compromised or corrupted computer. Back to Page 1

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There are so many different smartphones available today that choosing between them can be difficult.  Each phone 
and each operating system has many different pluses and minuses. So today, I'll give you a brief rundown of what you 
can expect in a smartphone. 

Windows Mobile cell phones are just coming of age and they may well be a good choice in the future. However, right 
now the choice will probably come down to choosing between the Apple iPhone and one of the many Android phones 
that are now available. 

The Android operating system is upgraded several times a year and new Android phones are released all the time. 
Apple, however only releases a new iPhone and a big update to their iOS operating system once a year. The new 
iPhone and iOS updates were released in October. The new Android phones running Gingerbread, the most current 
Android operating system, will be on the market this month (November 2011).  So today we will talk about Apple and 
Android, and do a quick comparison of the current phones and operating systems for each. 

Since it is so new, I haven't yet been able to review the new iPhone 4S. However, I have reviewed previous iPhones. 
I have also installed Apple's new iOS 5 operating system on my iPad, so I have been able to take an in-depth look at 
most of the new features that will be on the new iPhone.  Now I am ready to make my list of the benefits of each. 

There is no doubt that that the camera on the new iPhone is superior to almost all the Android phone cameras. The 
retinoid screen on the iPhone is superior to most Android phones. The exception is the Samsung line of phones with 
AMOLED screens that rival the clarity and crispness of the iPhone screen. 

Apple's new iCloud service will automatically backup your iPhone to Apple's servers and let you sync your iPhone, 
iPad, and Mac computer. While using iCloud is easier than some of the Android syncing and backup solutions, there 
were things that I didn't like about iCloud. For instance, you can't actually see your data in the Cloud as you can with 
solutions like Amazon's or Google's online storage. 

One of Apple's biggest features is iTunes and the iTunes store. iTunes makes getting music and video on your 
iPhone easier than any Android application that I've seen. At this time, both the Android Marketplace and the iTunes App 
Store have hundreds of thousands of apps. The iTunes App Store, however, makes it easier to find the apps that you 
want. Also because of Apple's stricter app reviews, Apple's apps are more secure. However, the Android Marketplace 
has a higher percentage of free apps. 

Some of the new features on Apple new iPhone are already available on Android phones. The most prominent of 
these is the Notification Center that Apple just added.  This is a feature of Android that has been around for a long time 
and that I love. Now in either operating system, you can just swipe your finger down from the top of the phone to see all 
of your alerts, notifications, incoming messages, and incoming email.  

The most unique feature of the new iPhone is Siri, a personal assistant who will answer verbal questions that you 
ask. This would, no doubt, be very useful, entertaining, and truly state-of-the-art. Android phones also have voice 
capabilities. They use Google's Voice Search. Most screens that popup a keypad for text entry also have a small 
microphone. Just press the microphone and speak. It is amazingly accurate and you can use it for everything from 
entering email text to searching to navigating to a point on the map. Probably not as sophisticated as Apple's Siri, but it 
works well. 

My biggest disappointment with the new iPhone is that it is a 3G phone. It does not take advantage of the faster 4G 
network. Right now the fastest phone for data will be the Android 4G phones that run on a 4G LTE network. If Verizon 
currently has a 4G LTE network in your area, you may want to consider a 4G Android phone rather than the iPhone 4S. 

Android phones also have some things that I love that are not available on iPhones. The first of these is the fact that 
you can get a larger screen size on an Android. All iPhones currently have a 3.5-inch screen. Several good Android 
phones have 4.3-inch screens. My aging eyes really like the larger screens. I also like the four buttons on the bottom of 
the Android screen. These are very, very useful. There is a Back Key, a Menu Key, a Home Key, and a Search Key. 
They are always available. They do not change when the screen changes. The iPhone has just one button. Some will 
argue that this makes the phone easier to use. Yet, this is not always the case. In some applications it is impossible to 
go back a screen. In others there is an on-screen back button but the location of this button varies with each application. 
With Android, you can always go back to the previous screen with just one press. 

The Android operating system also is more customizable. With Apple, you are restricted to small square apps. With 
Android you can use many different resizable widgets as well as the standard apps. All of this gives you many different 
customization options, but also adds to the complexity of the phone. With the iPhone you don't get so many choices. 
This makes it a bit more restrictive, but also makes it easier to use. One other difference is that most Android phones 
have user-replaceable batteries, while an iPhone battery must be replaced by Apple at a greater cost. While this might 
not be important to the average user it may make a difference to a heavy-duty user. 

Well, there are just a few of the pluses and minuses you will have to assess when you buy a new smartphone. Don't 
worry though; it is hard to make a bad decision as almost all the smartphones on the market today are both capable and
